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Memorandum of Understanding in the field of Education
Between
The Ministry for Education of the Republic of Malta
And the
Ministry of Education of the State of Libya

The Ministry for Education of the Republic of Malta and the Ministry of Education of the State
of Libya, referred to hereafter as the ‘Parties’;

striving to work to support and develop the relations of cooperation and coordination in various
fields of education between the two Parties;

to strengthen the friendship between the two peoples;

to extend the bridges of scientific cooperation between the two Parties;

and to realize the importance of joint work to promote and develop the educational process;

have agreed on the following:

The two Parties agree to work to develop and strengthen the programs of joint cooperation in

the field of education and encourage any work or activity that will achieve this goal.

The two Parties agree to exchange visits of experts, specialists, educational and student
delegations to learn about the experiences of the two countries, as well as supporting mutual

participation in conferences, seminars, work and student activities.

Malta agrees to share its experiences within the framework of the advancement and
development of the educational process in all its fields and specialties in the field of education,
including those acquired via International and European fora, with the aim of addressing the
needs of the Libyan side, through the conclusion of programs agreed by both Parties via

diplomatic channels.

The two Parties are encouraged to teach their respective curricula, catering for their respective
communities within public and private schools, such as teaching Arabic, Islamic education,

Maltese, Englisfl and to establish mutually beneficial partnerships with the respective




educational institutions, in accordance with the educational and legal requirements of the

respective country.

The two sides thus agree in principle to conclude three memoranda of understanding on

cooperation in the field of education as follows:

- General Education
- University Education

- Vocational and Technical Education

Article (1)

The Parties agree to cooperate, conclude programs and exchange experiences in the following

areas of the General Education:

e Teacher Training
¢ Inspectorate in Education
¢ Development of Syllabi and Curriculum

e Training for Educators in Special Education, working with Special Needs

If there are other areas identified that require cooperation between both Parties, these will be

considered by Both Parties for further cooperation.

Article (2)

The two Parties agree update and extend the Cooperation Agreement already signed between

the University of Malta (UM) and the University of Tripoli, Libya, in 2014.

The Parties shall, from the effective date and for the duration of this Agreement, endeavor to
promote joint teaching, research, and other academic programmes and activities, and to
promote student and staff mobility to the mutual benefit of both institutions. To this end, the
Parties shall hold discussions with a view towards activating any one or more of the actions

and initiatives, as outlined in a separate Cooperation Agreement.




The Maltese Government is desirous to assist the Government of Libya with the development
of Libyan expert human capital by supporting and facilitating, through the University of Malta,
educational services at undergraduate and postgraduate levels in areas of interest to the
Government of Libya. Towards this aim, the Ministry for Education of Malta and the Ministry
of Education in Libya will enter into a separate Memorandum of Understanding with the
University of Malta and the University of Tripoli and potential universities in Libya, to enable
suitably-qualified Libyan students to study at the University of Malta on courses which are of
interest to and approved by the Ministry. Towards this end, the Ministry of Education in Libya
will support, in full or in part, the students' studies in Malta, through the Libyan Higher Institute

at Ta’ Giorni in Malta.

The UM is also willing to assist the Ministry of Education in Libya with the provision, in Malta,
of English language training courses for Libyan nationals designed for specialist and/or
generalist use. Such courses will be customised to needs as identified by the Ministry of

Education in Libya and will be supported financially by said Ministry.

Article (3)

The two parties agree to collaborate in terms of Vocational and Technical Education through

the following initiatives:
a. The exchange of faculty, researchers and other research administrative staff;

b. The training of Libyan nationals - Training provision of English language, Train-the-
Trainer Vocational Programmes, such as, Bachelor in Vocational Education and
Training (BVET) and Master in Vocational Education Applied Research (MVEAR) 4.0
and a selection of qualifications ranging from Malta Qualifications Framework (MQF)

Access Levels A&B to MQF Level 7 Master’s Degrees;

c. Provision of training at Ta> Giorni Libyan Arab School building in the following areas
of specialisation: Engineering, Information and Communication Technology,
Community Services, Business Management and Commerce, Applied Sciences and
Creative Arts, and any other area which may be established during the term of this

/Memorandum of Understanding;



d. The co-ordination of academic and scientific activities, such as training, seminars,

research and publications;

e. Partnership with Libyan training institution/s to offer programmes by the Malta College
of Arts, Science and Technology (MCAST) programmes in Libya.

Article (4)

The two parties are working to form a committee of experts and specialists in the field of
education consisting of six members, comprising three members from each country
respectively with the aim of meeting periodically on a yearly basis or when deemed necessary

upon mutual agreement by both Parties.

The committee of experts will be tasked to follow up the programs and operational mechanisms
for cooperation and the development of additional programs mutually agreed upon by the

Parties and agree on a Roadmap for further cooperation.

Article (5)

The Memorandum of Understanding shall come into force for a period of five (5) years from
the date of signing and can periodically be extended for similar periods, unless one party
notifies the other party of its desire to amend or end such Memorandum of Understanding.
Such notification is to be provided in writing and submitted within three months prior to its
expiry date, as long as such termination does not affect existing projects and programs until

their end.
