MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
ON
BILATERAL CONSULTATIONS
BETWEEN
THE MINISTRY FOR FOREIGN AFFAIRS OF THE
REPUBLIC OF MALTA
AND
THE MINISTRY OF FOREIGN AFFAIRS OF UKRAINE

The Ministry for Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Malta and the Ministry of Foreign Affairs
of Ukraine (hereinafter referred to as “the Parties”),

Desiring to enhance the development of relations of friendship and cooperation between the
Parties;

Convinced that a sincere and constructive dialogue on bilateral as well as on regional and
international issues of mutual interest will further promote the friendly relations which already
exist between the Parties;

Guided by the Vienna Convention on Diplomatic Relations of 18 April 1961;

Have agreed as follows:

Article 1

The Parties shall hold regular consultations and exchange of views to discuss and consider
modalities to strengthen cooperation at the bilateral, regional and international level on issues
of mutual interest. These consultations and exchange of views shall be held at the level of
Ministers for Foreign Affairs, or at such level as may be agreed upon in advance between the
Parties.



Article 2

The consultations shall be held on an annual basis, or more frequently as deemed necessary,
alternately in Malta and in Ukraine, and/or between the Parties’ Permanent Missions to the
United Nations and to International Organisations and/or Delegations to International
Conferences.

The Parties shall agree in advance and by mutual consent on the levels, agenda, date and venues
of each consultation or meeting through diplomatic channels.

Article 3
Consultations on regional and international issues shall in particular include the following:
a. Issues concerning cooperation in the political sphere;

b. Issues on regional, inter-regional and international cooperation of common interest,
issues relating to the European Union and the European Neighbourhood Policy
including both its Eastern and Southern dimensions;

c. Issues of common interest that are dealt with by International Organisations of which
the Parties are members.

Article 4
Consultations on bilateral issues of mutual interest shall include the following:

a. The promotion of cultural exchanges as well as the facilitation of mutual participation
in exhibitions, fairs, conferences, seminars, and other events held in the territories of
the states Parties, that promote each other’s cultural heritage;

b. Cooperation between their tourism authorities, travel agencies, other relevant
enterprises and organisations operating in the field of tourism with the aim to increase
tourism exchanges;

c. Cooperation in civil aviation related matters in accordance with the existing
international treaties and agreements concluded in the framework of the cross-border
cooperation. At the same time, the Parties look forward to the signing of the Common
Aviation Area Agreement between the European Union and its Member States and
Ukraine which should contribute to improving market access and investment
opportunities and also serve to further confidence building and awareness gaining on
the respective certifications;

d. Cooperation in the field of maritime affairs on the basis of mutual benefits and in
accordance with the correspondent needs and objectives for the economic development
of the Republic of Malta and Ukraine according to the principles of international law
and particularly the shipping conventions of which both states parties are members;



e. The facilitation of exchanges in the field of education particularly between the higher
education institutions of the Parties and the promotion of inter-university contacts;

f. Financial and economic arrangements that are conducive to trade between the states
Parties, such as those provided by the Convention for the Avoidance of Double
Taxation, signed in Kyiv on 5 September 2013, which are in line with the existing
bilateral, regional and international agreements.

Article 5

The Parties may establish Working Groups or organise meetings of experts in specific areas of
common interest.

Article 6

The contents and conclusions of consultations shall not be made public, unless otherwise
mutually agreed to by the Parties.

Article 7

This Memorandum of Understanding may be amended upon the mutual consent of the Parties.

Article 8

Any dispute or disagreement concerning the interpretation or implementation of this
Memorandum will be resolved through amicable consultations between the Parties.

Article 9

This Memorandum shall enter into force on the date of signing, will remain valid for a period
of two years, and will be renewed automatically for successive two-year periods unless either
Party notifies the other in writing of an intention to terminate the Memorandum at least six
months prior to the date of expiry.
